The Félix Houphouét-Boigny-UNESCO Peace Prize honours living individuals and

" active public or private insfitutions -or bodies that have made a significant

contribution to the promotion of, search for, safeguarding of, or maintenance of
peace in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations and the Constitution-of
UNESCO. The candidates proposed must have gained an international reputation
through rommandabie and.proven action over several years. '

The sponsor of the Prize is H.E, Mr Abdou Diouf, former Presldént of Senegal, and
the patron of the Prize Is H.E. Mr Henri Konan Bédié, former President of Cote
d'lvoire. Both men were appointed infuftu personae by President Félix Houphouét-

Boigny beifore his death.

In April 2019, the intemational jury decided to award the Prize to H.E. Dr Ably
Ahmed Ali, Prime Minister of the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia, “for his
unflagging efforts to bring about peace and reconclliation between Ethiopia and
Eritrea”. After the jury made its declsion, in October 2018, Dr Ably Ahmed All was

awarded the Nobel‘Peace Prize.

- llustrious personalities such as Mr Nelson Mandela and Mr Frederik W. de Kierk,

former Presidents of the Republic-of South Africa, Mr Yitzhak Rabin, former Prime
Minister of the State of Israel, Mr Shimon Peres, former President of the State of
Israel, and Mr Yasser Arafat, former President of the Palestinian Authority, have

also been awarded the Prize.

As the next recipient of the Prize will be named in 2021, UNESCO encourages you
